The White Pine Association (WPA) is a nonprofit organization located in Newbury, Vermont and 
Haverhill, New Hampshire. Our Board of Directors is comprised of people who have lived here 
for generations. Many are descendants of the Koasek Native Americans and some are not Native 
American but all of us at the White Pine are proud community members of this region.

Part of our mission is to teach people about the history of the Koas area. We have worked hard to 
preserve the Abenaki language, which is one of the most endangered languages in the world. We 
have established a website that hosts a set of 50 CDs on the Abenaki language spoken by the late 
Stephan Laurent. WPA has copied the Abenaki language CDs and provided it free-of-charge to 
the Abenaki community for people who wish to learn to speak Abenaki. We have also provided 
an Abenaki Dictionary, written in 1884 by Jesuit Joseph Aubrey and the late Chief Joseph Laurent. 
Our next major goal is to launch an Abenaki Language Immersion Program.

We have worked closely with National Geographic and local Koasek people to take part in the 
National Geographic DNA Study. This will allow those with Koasek ancestry to have hard data 
to document their family’s oral history. We have also worked with both the State of Vermont 
and the State of New Hampshire to document the history of the Mission des Loups of the Koas 
Meadows and our sacred burial grounds.

The White Pine Association is dedicated to celebrating all the cultural aspects that make the
